Dear Community,

Some things taught in the Scriptures make us so uncomfortable, we tend to ignore them.  The notion of being personally accountable to someone else for our actions is certainly one of them.  Yet Jesus could not be any clearer about our responsibility to our brothers and sisters in Christ.  Luke 17:3 says, “If another follower sins, warn him, and if he is sorry and stops sinning, forgive him.  If he sins against you seven times in one day and says that he is sorry each time, forgive him.”

When fellow believers sin, it is our responsibility to confront them.  And I know you are thinking, “Pastor, you’ve got to be kidding!”  But I’m not kidding.  And Jesus was certainly very serious when he said to ‘warn’ a sinning ‘follower’.  He took His disciples by surprise and I’m sure it takes us by surprise, too.  Could Jesus be serious?  I think so!

Whether we practice it or not, whether we like it or not, we are accountable to one another.  Paul also enforces this practice.  In Galatians 6:1-2, Paul says, “If someone in your group does something wrong, you who are spiritual should go to that person and gently help make him right again.  By helping each other with your troubles, you truly obey the law of Christ.

Many times when I have been frustrated, I have turned not only to the Lord, but to my friends and family as well.  I tell them what I am feeling; what I would like to do; what bothers me.  Usually, by the time I am finished, I’m all right.  I really do not need them to say anything.  Just knowing they will listen with open minds and hearts is enough.

We all need someone who will listen, pray, and offer wise counsel when appropriate.  Individuals who have someone like that in their lives will find it much easier to deal with temptation.  This is just one other benefit of establishing an accountability relationship.

You know what folks?  We have that program within our Emmaus Community.  It’s called Share Groups.  If you’re not involved in a Share Group, form one.  Or, you might want to find a person or group within your own church family that you can form an accountability group with.  But remember, if we want our faith journey to be what it should be, we need someone who will be honest with us.  Others can see our flaws – we can see flaws in others, but it is difficult to see our own shortcomings.
The bottom line of these Scriptures is:
If another follower sins, warn him or her!
Also ask God to show you the truth about yourself!
When we take Jesus’ words seriously, we’ll develop a closer walk with God.

Song Story - "Word of God Speak" by Mercy Me


I fell in love with this song the first time I heard it.  And it reminded me that my wife often complains to me that I have too much noise in my life.  Even though I listen exclusively to Christian music, she points out that I should still quiet things down once in a while….it might allow God to reach me through the “noise”! 

So when I was music director for Chrysalis last February, I asked a youth to join me and sing this song from the back of the sanctuary after candlelight.  What better message for the caterpillars (that’s the Chrysalis equivalent to “Pilgrims” in Emmaus) to hear at that moment than “be still and know” that God’s in that place, as the song goes.

Bart Millard, lead singer of Mercy Me, came up with the lyrics to this song at four o’clock in the morning.  Being on the road means a lot of late nights for the guys in the band.  One night, Bart hit the sack thinking about how burned out he was. Traveling and making a new record was exhausting. “I went to bed just really frustrated,” he recalls. “It started feeling like everything I was saying was the same. I just thought, I have nothing else to say. So I went to bed with that on my mind.”  About 3 or 4 in the morning, Bart suddenly woke up. Grabbing his journal, he began to write:

I’m finding myself at a loss for words, And the funny thing is, it’s okay
The last thing I need is to be heard, But to hear what You would say
Word of God speak, Won’t you pour down like rain
Washing my eyes to see, Your majesty

And then he tucked away his journal and went back to sleep. A few weeks later in Nashville, Mercy Me was finally putting the finishing touches on their new album, “Spoken For.” Rummaging through his things, Bart pulled out a journal and began to read. It’s vaguely familiar, he thinks, and it is my handwriting. These lyrics are amazing! And then the dreamlike moment came back to him—and soon became the beginning to one of Mercy Me’s most popular songs.

“We never stopped while making that record,” says Bart. “We’re in the studio, and at four in the morning, our producer says, I wish we could get one more song on this record. I wish we had more time. So I said, I’ve got an idea, and showed him the lyrics.”

In the early morning hours at the studio, the two hashed out the music and finished the lyrics to “Word of God Speak” in about 30 minutes. They recorded the piano that night, and the next morning arranged for someone to come in and add the strings. The whole song was complete in less than 48 hours. 

It was important to Bart that the song remain stripped down—just a simple piano and vocal song without the band, even though he knew that adding full production could make the song a huge radio hit. 

“I really like this song being piano, I like what it says,” Bart says of the way the simple production mirrors the lyrics of the song. “Sometimes our limited vocabulary is almost impossible to use to speak of an infinite God. There are just no words to use. And that was the first line—I think sometimes we say a little too much, and the more we talk, it seems the further we get from the word of God.” 

The song, which was number one on Christian radio for twenty-one weeks, has a special place in concert, according to the band. While their crossover hit “I Can Only Imagine,” is greeted by loud cheers as soon as the first few bars are played, “Word of God Speak” has a completely different reaction.  “When we do ‘Word of God Speak,’ people just sing word for word,” says Bart. “It’s a worship song. As soon as I sing the first line, it’s like everybody in the building is singing along.” May the message of this song speak to our hearts, as God uses the Walk to Emmaus experience as a way to hear Him speak.
